Persuasive Group Opinion Project

Assignment description:

For this assignment you will work with a group to present your group’s opinion on a debatable topic.  This is to be a persuasive presentation that includes locating research to support the group’s ideas and opinions.  Your objective is to convince the audience that the group’s opinion is the best opinion in the debate.
Assignment overview:
In groups of three-four, select one topic from the list that your group would be interested in discussing. Your group will then come up with a position on that topic and you will be presenting that position to the class. The presentation must include a PowerPoint visual.  The PowerPoint should reflect the information regarding good PowerPoints learned in class.
Each topic will be organized into the following parts. As a group you must decide what the focus of each part should be:
1) Introduction and overview of topic including group’s position

2) Supporting reasons/evidence 1

3) Supporting reasons/evidence 2

4) Supporting reasons/evidence 3

5) Counter arguments and rebuttal

6) Concluding statements


As a group you will assign the parts to various members.  Those members then become responsible for creating/gathering that information and creating the corresponding slides. There should be a minimum of ten (10) slides for an entire presentation)

The presentation should be a minimum of 4 minutes to a maximum of 10 minutes in duration. Students should select their topics and group members carefully. Do not choose a topic from which you will be unable to produce an adequately lengthened presentation. 

Each group member will be responsible for researching, creating and presenting his or her part of the presentation/discussion.  

You will be given three classes to work, in class, on this assignment. Should your group require additional time to prepare, you will need to meet outside of school to do so. Presentations will begin ​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​Tuesday, March 10 and all groups must come prepared to present that day. 

If a group member is absent for one or some of the in-class time, the group can eliminate that part of the presentation, choose disperse it among new group members, or work with the student out side of school.  Students not present to participate with their groups, will receive a zero on this assignment and be given a separate opportunity to meet these outcomes.
NOTE: If on your group’s presentation day, there are members of your group missing, the show will go on. Students who are absent for any reason other than medical with a note, will forfeit this assessment opportunity.
This is a two-component project.  The parts are outlined below:
You will have class time to work on this project. Students who consistently use their class time productively by staying on task, helping the group stay on task, and having something significant produced by the end of class, will discover that it will be very easy to have this assignment completed in class time.  
Students will individually be evaluated on the following outcomes: 

1)  Oral presentation with visual (outcomes 1.3, 2.1, 4.1, 10.3). See rubric on reverse. Each speaker will be evaluated individually. (/16)

2) Project Reflection Report (outcomes 8.1,10.2). This reflection should incorporate your personal opinion on the topic, what you learned in this process, how the group dynamic worked (or didn’t work), and what you liked/didn’t like, recommend/don’t recommend about this assignment. You will be given a handout outlining this part of the assignment.  You will be given a detailed handout on what to include in your reflection. Reflections will be due once presentations have concluded. (/10)

The assignment reflection is a separate handout.
