Instructions for Completing the Organizer/Planning Your Essay:
1.  Most importantly, create your thesis statement; this is one sentence that explains what you will discuss in your essay.  Since your topic is about proving the individual you’ve selected has changed the world, your thesis must reflect this.
2.  Plan to provide some brief and relevant background information on your subject.  This information would NOT be considered support for your thesis. Only include any biographical or summary information about your subject that is relevant to your essay.

3.  When creating your list of supporting points, consider the ways the individual you have selected has created change.  Create a sentence for each one of these points in the organizer.

4.  What information will you include to PROVE your point?  When considering what to include in the “Explanation/Details/Examples/quoted material” portions of the organizer, consider proper paragraph structure outlined below:

 
Note that all paragraphs must have the following THREE clearly defined parts:

a.  A topic sentence that outlines what will be discussed in the paragraph (see the sentences you created in step 3).
b.  Supporting details, information, examples related to the topic sentence.

c.  A concluding sentence.
Remember:

· Only select and include quoted material that supports your ideas and advances the content of your essay.

· Do not forget to utilize I.I.C.E when inserting quoted material into your essay. There are several links to videos on the resources page of Ms. Engram’s website that explain this process.
· Realize that some points may require several paragraphs in order to fully discuss the content. Begin a new paragraph when you begin a new idea or point. New ideas should always start in new paragraphs. If you have an extended idea that spans multiple paragraphs, each new point within that idea should have its own paragraph.
