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Essay #1: A Persuasive Essay 
The goal of a persuasive essay is to convince a reader that he or she should adopt the writer’s way of thinking.  In order to do this, the writer must present his or her ideas in a well-organized, logical manner and support these ideas with clear and solid reasoning.
Reflect on your notes, class discussions, and the videos we will view to discuss one of the following topics in an essay.

For this essay you will write a draft persuasive essay on ONE the following topics:

A) Formal education tends to restrain our minds and spirits rather than set them free. Write an essay in which you discuss the extent to which you agree or disagree with the statement and explain your reasoning for the position you take.


B) The current educational system in Nova Scotia is broken. Write an essay in which you discuss the extent to which you agree or disagree with the statement and explain your reasoning for the position you take. If you agree, make sure to discuss the specific changes, or solutions, to the issues you mention and the benefits of them. If you disagree, make sure you discuss the areas that you feel are working and why.

C) High school life-skills classes should be required for every student. Write an essay in which you discuss the extent to which you agree or disagree with the statement and explain your reasoning for the position you take. Make sure to mention the specific classes and what benefits those classes would give students.
You are expected to:

· Clearly state the changes you would make

· Present logical evidence and reasoning to support your thinking 
Essay particulars:

· Draft essays should be between 500-600 words and may be typed or handwritten.
· Remember essay format: Introduction, body, conclusion.

· Make sure you have a thesis that clearly states your thinking on the topic.

· For this essay you are to use formal style (see essay handout).

Remember: This is a draft essay. Do not erase anything and show your thinking by editing and revising on your draft.
