Covert: concealed

Enron: Enron Corporation was an American energy, commodities, and services company based in Houston, Texas. Before its bankruptcy on December 2, 2001, Enron employed approximately 20,000 staff and was one of the world's leading electricity, natural gas, communications, and pulp and paper companies, with claimed revenues of nearly $101 billion in 2000. Fortune named Enron "America's Most Innovative Company" for six consecutive years. At the end of 2001, it was revealed that its reported financial condition was sustained substantially by institutionalized, systematic, and creatively planned accounting fraud, known as the "Enron scandal". Enron has since become a popular symbol of willful corporate fraud and corruption.
Neo-cortex: Part of the brain in humans involved in higher functions.

Ponzi-schemer: a swindle (or con-game) in which a quick return, made up of money from new investors, on an initial investment lures the victim into much bigger risks.

Freud: (Sigmund Freud) an Austrian neurologist who founded the discipline of psychoanalysis (study of human behaviour).
